I appreciate your call back today. I want to first talk about
something we have in common, that we both care about protecting the
plants and the animals.

When asked during the CDFA informational hearing, if the entire
formula of Checkmate has ever been tested, the response was clearly,
No.

Microcapsulating pheremone's in a new technology in which the
pheremone is wrapped in a ball of volatile plastic designed to
disintegrate under ideal conditions for 30 days. That means, humans,
plants, animals, are all enveloped in a field of millions of
microscopic balls. This pheremone encapsulated plastic ball has not
been tested for safety on anything. So the CDFA cannot say they are
using the newest and safest technology honestly, without having done
experiments first to prove this. Yet they continue to make this claim
in spite of overwhelming negative health effects, and despite the
complete lack of scientific evidence.

Pesticides and plasticizers, are known to contain substances that are
endocrine disruptors, which even in small amounts, will effect
wildlife. Checkmate, which includes at least one known endocrine
disruptor, 2-hydroxy-4-n-octyloxybenzophenone (you can learn more
about it here, http://www.hopefortruth.com/LBAM_Forms/138.pdf)
Checkmate may contain many other endocrine disruptors, we do not know,
because we don't have a full analysis of the ingredients.

You will see several sections on how endocrine disruptors affect
Mammals, Birds, Reptiles, Amphibians, Fish, Invertebrates and where
more Research is Needed. What makes the microcapsuled endocrine
disruptor especially hazardous, is that it can enter into plant,
insect and animal life through inhalation, skin contact, and
swallowing - the result being that small amounts of chemicals can be
released deeply into the body. These health implications on all life
here are completely unknown and unstudied. So it will be difficult to
impossible to find evidence to show microcapsules are dangerous to
bee's, birds and other wildlife, because nobody has even done thorough
testing. So we cannot know for certain these are safe either, that
makes this whole Checkmate spraying, a grand pesticide experiment.

The microcapsules also likely break apart into micron sized particles,
which fall between the 2.5-10 micron range. Again, we do not no for
sure, because nobody has even published one test to prove what happens
to the microcapsules as they degrade over time. A preliminary analysis
did show that the capsules do break into 3-4 micron sized pieces, and
we are looking for someone to confirm this. Particles that small,
regardless of their chemical structure, are deadly, to humans and
animals.

Many people have found it strange that after the spraying, the birds
common in their neighborhoods have disappeared.

are toxic to aquatic life. "Toxicity to aquatic organisms is

#4 Material Data Sheet for Butylated Hydroxytoluene, one of the
inert's: "MUTAGENIC EFFECTS: Mutagenic for mammalian somatic cells.
Mutagenic for bacteria and/or yeast."
#5 Scientific Article about the dangers of Inert's
#6 How particle pollution is dangerous to human health, and it would
seem logical that it would affect animals equally, or more.

Also, I want to be open to your suggestion, should we contact the
California Health Department regarding human health issues?

I believe I have provided you enough evidence to warrant an urgent and
more thorough investigation into the possible severe harms that
spraying microcapsulated plastic balls are currently having on the
environment in all ways. Also remember, no environmental monitoring is
being done in any way to test air quality or other possible harmful
effects from aerial spraying on the wildlife. So there really is
little-to-no science being done here in this large biochemical
experiment.

Some extra info:
One main pheremone used in Checkmate is a synthetic version of
(E)-11-Tetradecen-l-yl Acetate. This pheromone almost instantly
evaporates in the air. Because of this property, one could suppose
that it would not harm plants or animals. In order to deliver the
phermone to the environment, traditionally it is stored in a twist tie
application, or a sticky trap and placed in agricultural fields. A
survey of Monterey County Moth's shows that many native moth's contain
this pheremone, and thus they will be effected by the mating
disruption spray. But now to a more important point.
